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  Installation Instructions --- GrandStand              
 

 

Step 1. Get the hexagonal key 

from underneath the base. 

 

 
Step 2. Remove the hexagonal 

screws with the key.(both sides) 

  

 

 
Step 3. Open the lid and remove 

 the graphic roller. 

 

 
Step 4. Pull out the panel strip 

from the graphic roller. 

 
Step 5. Remove the liner on the front 

tape and press the graphic on the 

panel strip. Do the same to the top 

panel strip (squarely). 

 

 
Step 6. Insert the bottom panel 

strip back into the graphic roller. 

 

 

 
Step 7. Insert the top panel strip 

into the top profile. Center and 

secure the graphic with a piece of 

clear tape on the back to keep the 

graphic from sliding. 

    

 
Step 8. Put the graphic roll back into 

the base and secure the lid with the 

hexagonal key on both sides. 

 
Step 9. Pull out the locking key 

and roll the graphic slowly into the 

base. Gently hold on to the 

graphic to keep it from retracting 

too fast. 

 

 

 

Step 10. Insert the pole into the 

base. 

 

Step 11. Pull out the graphic from the 

base and keep one foot on the base 

to prevent it from pulling up.   

 

Step 12. Insert the top into the 

top profile. Installation is now 

completed. 
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How to re-tension the spring on the GrandStand     
 

 

Step 1. Remove the 2 hex screws (one on each side) 

with the hex key and open the lid. 

 

 
Step 2. Set the base unit against the edge of a 

table so that it cannot move backwards. 

 

 
Step 3. Remove the roller from the base and insert 

the flat end of the shaft axle into the suited opening 

with the shaft being outside of the base unit. 

 

Step 4. Turn the roller in the direction of the 

arrow on the blue ring until it cannot go any 

farther. Let it go back 3-4 turns. 

 

 

 

Step 5: Find the hole on the roller and insert the hex 

key to lock the spring. The roller is now ready. 

 
Step 6: Lift up the roller and put it back into the 

base. There is only one way it will fit. 

 

 

 

Step 7: Close the lid and reattach the screws  

 

The re-tensioning process is complete.
